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The RHC facilities committee met on Oct. 12, 2023 we reviewed the ongoing list of items needing 
attention at the church. Work has been completed on the new church records storage room and 
we are going through our records to see what is necessary to keep and what can be removed from 
the church. The Cross on the end of the building (Sunday School wing) has been painted, 
upgraded back light to LEDôs and installed back on the building. We have removed the dividing 
wall in the youth room, removed some furniture that wasnôt being used, along with painting the 
room at the request of the Youth director. Work has started on remodeling and improvements to 
room 204 for the young adults to move into soon.  Once work is completed on room 204 and the 
youth room, we will start on the upgrades and painting of the Sunday school rooms. These 
upgrades include smart TVôs, New Dri-erase Boards, better storage cabinets, new window blinds 
and some needed furniture in each classroom. When this work is finished, we will remove the old 
carpet in the classrooms and Atheyôs Floor sanding will come sand and refinish the hard wood 
floors.                    
 
We have signed a contract with Zeiset Painting of Chambersburg Pa. to paint Church Roof/Soffit/
exterior window frames, their present work schedule will require some of the painting to be 
finished in spring of 2024. Smokes Flooring Service will replace Carpet in youth stairway/
fellowship stairway/and upper office hallway sometime next month. The church van isnôt being 
used much, since it has been parked off site and we agreed to bring it back to the church parking 
lot, we are praying that someone doesnôt steal the catalytic convert off it again.  
 
For the next several months we will be doing several construction projects. To get all these 
accomplished, please be patient as we make improvements to the church.  We will be doing our 
best not to inconvenience anyone.  We continue to remove some items throughout the church 
building not being used and relocated a few items that need to be in the building. We continue to 
make the necessary changes as the new church grows.  
 
The facilities committee is working with the safety team and Church Board to make improvements 
to our present church safety program. It is working as designed, need more people on the team, 
more training for team and church members, plus available safety information for our visitors and 
newest members. If you have any interest in being a part of the safety team, please see Rocky 
Keplinger. 
 
If you need a place to store something, please see Rocky Keplinger or Joe Salyer so we can help 
you with your needs without taking someone elseôs storage place.      
 
It is very important that if you are having a function at the church, you must empty all trash into our 
outside dumpster before leaving, even if the trash bag is not full.  Our church cleaning staff only 
comes once a week (normally on Saturday) and we must keep the church clean for the next 
group. The pavilion and church building are available for use, please make sure you fill out a use 
form and check with the church office on availability for the date you want to use the fellowship hall 
or pavilion.
