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The RHC facilities committee has been very productive, Lighted Cross on end of building
removed and at paint shop, working on estimates for carpet in youth area and fellowship
stairwells, estimates to repaint church roof, finished installing furniture in administrative office,
removed some items throughout the church building not being used and relocated a few
items that need to be in the building. We continue to make the necessary changes as the new
church grows.

Sue Boyce, Pastor Doug, Chris Gray, Jonathan Holland and Joe Salyer meet with Rocky
Keplinger to discuss the needs of our church family and their ministries. We reviewed how the
church classrooms would be used and what was needed in each room to teach the Word of
God to His children. A walk[ through of the church also was very productive, laying out a
plan for updating the look and feel in our Sanctuary, Northox entrance, Courtyard Hallway,
Youth Room and Office areas. Rocky will take this information to the facilities committee to
take action on. Facilities committee will develop a plan, get financial approval from the board
and get started on the new look and feel in our church building.

Since the secretary’s office has been reorganized (more space), we have had two (2)
accidental activations of the security alarm system, we are working to correct this problem.
The system does work as designed, however it has brought to our attention that church
members, do not know what to do when alarm is activated. We will be working on several
classes and an informational meeting to resolve this issue.

A reminder for all staff, committee chairpersons and church members, that any and all
improvements to the church building or property needs to be approved by the Facilities
Committee. This is necessary to keep things in an organized and functional manner to meets
the needs of our church family.

The Safety Team is asking everyone that we keep closets neat and organized, all stairways
clear (some stuff is starting to be stored in stairway, (this is against Fire & Building Codes). If
you need a place to store something, please see Rocky Keplinger or Joe Salyer so we can
help you.

If you are having a church gathering at the church, please make sure all trash and all food
is removed. Leaving cookies, donuts and potato chip bags laying out attracts mice.
Please put in a metal or plastic container if you have to leave it at the church. Our
church cleaning staff only come once a week (normally on Saturday) and we must keep the
church clean for the next group. The pavilion and church building are available for use, please
make sure you fill out a use form and check with church office on availability for the date you
want to use the fellowship hall or pavilion.

A church member came up asked “What is Banner?” — so |
wanted to take the opportunity to give an open letter response to the church to grasp the vision.
Here is the WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, AND WHY of Banner Youth.

Hello Church!

Who — Banner Youth is the middle school and high school ministry of Round Hill. We combine
those demographics to help foster spiritual mentorship and discipleship.

What — Banner Youth’s namesake comes from Exodus 17. The people of God are fighting a
battle and as long as their leader, Moses, has his hands raised the battle turns in their favor.
Eventually his outstretched hands become fatigued and he needs support from those around
him to continue in the fight. After finding victory they name that place Jehovah Nissi or “the Lord
our Banner”. In a similar way, we pray Banner is a place to gather in praise of God, supporting
one another, and victory.
